U.N. Adopts Global Drift-Net Ban

UNITED NATIONS—The United Nations on Friday adopted a
resolution banning drift-net fishing, calling for an end to the
30-mile-long “curtains of death” from waters worldwide starting
in 1993.

- The nets are invisible to sea life as they float from a cork line,
‘scooping down as deep as 50 feet to trap and kill all marine life in
their path, including whales, seals, dolphins, tuna and sea birds.

The General Assembly resolution has no provision for enforce-

ment, but the three countries that opposed such a ban in the
past—Japan, South Korea and Taiwan—agreed to abide by it.
Adoption was by consensus. ;
_ “We will celebrate this over the Christmas season,” said Jerry
Leape, a spokesman for Greenpeace International in Washington.
“By definition, after Dec. 31, 1992, all vessels that continue to ply
the seas with drift nets will be considered pirate vessels.”

Leape expressed concern about enforcement, however, saying
ghat world will look to leadership from the United States and
Canada in stopping drift-net ships.

Taiwan, which is not a U.N. member, and South Korea each has
about 150 drift-net vessels. d

Dear Otto,

Several months ago President Mannheim invited contributions to the Chum-Line. To
guote: "You are all encouraged to submit any original articles about fishing ex-
periences, life experiences or other items which may be of interest.” This is not
about fishing but I hope that some readers with a touch of romance will read on.

This afternocon Lucille put on some. old recordings and pulled two discs of Jussi
Bjorling, the Pavarotti of his time. He died early and tragically but left be-
hind a treasure of operatic memories. Those L.P.s are as fresh as ever and when
he reached Kalaf's aria, "Nessun dorma', from "Turandot"” I quietly revisited one
of the peak experiences of my life.

About ten years ago Lucille and I returned to Venice after a hectic week in the
south of Italy. We arrived by train in the late afternoon and checked in to the
Gritti Palace, one of the most elegant hotels we've ever visited, and were given
a room at the front where I could lean out a window and watch life passing on
the Grand Canal. We were tired after the long ride up from Rome so decided to
have dinner in. Let me describe the setting because:it: is:very.much a part of
that moment..

Although the hotel can be reached from a narrow courtyard in the back, the main
entrance is on the canal and is approached by water. Next to the entry is a
large platform which extends outward to float on the canal. This is the dining
area, anchored to the quay. It is barely moved by the wake of .a passing vessel.
Almost directly across the water is the beautiful white church of San Giorgio
Maggiore, flood-lit by night. Old Venetian palaces flank her.

We showered and dressed for dinner. The maitre d' escorted us to the perfect
table at water's edge. The only light was from a small rose-shaded lamp on each
table and the glow from the lobby. The flowers and linen were perfect. The night
was starry, the water was black. We ordered drinks and settled back. Lucille
looked wonderful. We watched a sleek mahogany speedboat pull up and tie on smooth
as silk. The chauffeur (I have to call him that) in white naval uniform handed

up a slim Italian beauty in a long white gown and then her husband in black tie.
At least he may have been her husband. You can never tell about these Italians.
The maitre d' put them at the table next to ours. I was glad I had put on a black
suit. The husband nodded to us with a smile.

Our drinks came and, as I said, Lucille looked wonderful. A gondola appeared out
of the darkness and paused about fifty feet off. A tenor stood at the prow and
serenaded us with "Nessun dorma'. And he did it beautifully. He may have been
hired by the hotel or by one of the diners. I prefer to believe that he did it
out of pure generosity. The waiters stopped serving. The diners stopped eating
as everyone turned to listen. Smiles all around. Magic.

When they floated off I turned to Lucille and asked, "How do you feel, honey?"
She was silent for a moment then murmured in tempo deliberato, sotto voce,
"] feel like a f----—- g princess." A notable quote.

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S. Korea Pressed to Ban Drift Nets

m Environment: Japan’s decision to quit using deadly gear puts the focus on Seoul.

One day after Japan’s surprising
decision to ban the use of high seas
drift nets, international pressure
mounted Tuesday on South Korea

to quickly follow suit and become

the last major Pacific nation to
renounce the “curtains of death.”

Even as the U.S. State Depart-
ment and environmentalists cele-
brated Japan'’s decision, they called
on South Korea to join Japan and
Taiwan in prohibiting its fishing
fleets from using the controversial
nets that have indiscriminately
snared thousands of marine mam-
mals, sea birds and fish.

But the South Korean Embassy
in Washington said its government
had no immediate plans to follow
Japan’s lead. Embassy First Secre-
tary Yong Suh argued it was easier
for Japan to convert its newer drift
net fleet to other uses than it was
for South Korea’s aging fishing
boats. “Our drift net vessels can be
transferred only to [hauling] gar-
bage and waste,” Suh said.

But Suh said that South Korea’s‘

position could change. “Things are
moving so fast,” he said."

n Tuesday Japan announced it

would reverse its longstand-
ing oppeosition to a ban, a move that
delighted the United States and
environmentalists but angered
Japanese fishermen. Japan said it
would begin phasing out drift nets
next January, and completely end
their use by Dec. 31, 1992.

U.S. officials reopened direct
talks with South Korea Tuesday to
persuade them to do the same. Rep.
Jolene Unsoeld (D-Wash.), who
has pushed for a ban, said the State
Department told her talks with
South Korea would begin immedi-
ately. ,

In Washington, the State De-
partment released a statement
calling on “all those who fish with

large-scale drift nets on the high
seas” to join in a worldwide mora-
torium.

A showdown over the highly
charged issue could come as early
as today when a U.N. panel is
scheduled to open debate on a
U.S.-sponsored resolution for a
worldwide ban of all large-scale
drift nets by Dec. 31, 1992. The
resolution calls for an interim 50%
reduction by June 30. Large-scale
nets are those longer than 1.5
miles.

“South Korea remains the wild
card, but we hope they will follow
the Japanese lead,” said Albert
Manville of Defenders of Wildlife,
which led an environmental coali-
tion to outlaw the nets.

Taiwan and South Korea make
up a third of the 1,000-ship Pacific
drift net fleet. Japan, with 600
boats, has the largest drift net fleet.
Taiwan announced last August
that it would agree to a phase-out
of drift nets by next July.

Drift nets first came into use in
the early 1960s. But it wasn’t until
1978 that nets longer than 1.5 miles
were used. By the 1980s they had
become a mainstay of fishermen
around the world, dramatically in-
creasing their catches—and de-
pleting fisheries.

Typically, the monofilament
mesh is placed into the ocean from
the stern of fishing vessels to form
great submerged walls as long as
30 miles. Invisible to marine life,
the nets snag fish that swim in
their path. The nets are used
primarily to catch squid and to a
lesser extent, tuna.

More than 41 million “non-tar-
get” fish—sharks, sea birds, ma-
rine mammals and sea turtles—
were Kkilled in the Japanese squid
drift net fishery alone, the State
Department said Tuesday.

“The cumulative and global ef-
fect of this impact on the living
marine environment justifies the
imposition of the moratorium,” the

State Department said in the state-
ment.

In Japan, meanwhile, protests
mounted from angry fishermen.
“Our future is pitch black. We
really don’t know what to do next,”
said Kazuyasu Kando of the Japan
Squid Drift Net Fishery Assn.

The government of Japanese
Prime Minister Kiichi Miyazawa is
considering ways to compensate
Japanese fishermen, who have es-
timated the ban would cost them
and squid processing companies a
total of $770 million annually.

The United States stepped up
pressure on Japan following a less
stringent U.N. resolution approved
in 1989 that also called for a
moratorium on drift net fishing.
The U.N. resolution, however, al-
lowed for exceptions. Last August,
the Senate approved legislation to
ban the import of marine products
from nations that continued drift
net fishing in defiance of the reso-
lution.

hile environmentalists

hailed the Japanese decision,
some were concerned that some
fishermen may sail under flags of
convenience to circumvent. the
prohibition. : !

Paul Watson, founder of the
militant Sea Shepherd Society
whose ships have rammed drift
netters in the past, was among
those worried.

“I don’t believe they’re going to
stop,” he said. Asked why, Watson
replied, “There’s an economic ba-
sis. There’s a demand for [squid].
They can't fill the demand through

traditional methods of fishing.”

Japanese ships hauled in an esti-
mated 169,000 tons of squid last
year. Squid is a common food in
Japan, which has the highest per
capita consumption of seafood in
the world—about 80 pounds a year.
Americans average about 15
pounds a year.

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INFLATION BEATER

This is for the lox and cream cheese
fans who can no longer afford the
out rageous prices at Canter's or
Abe's Deli.

1 6-7 pound salmon, cleaned and de-
boned, cut into two whole fillets

1/2 cup sugar

1/3 cup kosher salt

4 tbs coarsely ground white pepper

1 cup fresh dill

At least two days before serving, rub
the flesh of the fillets with the salt,
sugar and pepper. Place one fillet on a
work surface, flesh side up. Cover the
entire surface with the dill. Place the
other fillet on top, skin side up,
pressing the flesh against the dill.

Carefully slide the salmon into a large
clear plastic bag. Fold over the top
and place in another bag. Arrange some
boards in the refrigerator - one below
and one atop the salmon. Place some
bricks or heavy cans on top and re-
frigerate for 48-72 hours, turning
every twelve hours and replacing the
weights.

Remove the fillets, scrape away the dill
and residual salt-pepper and pat dry.
Cut convenient size chunks and wrap in
plastic, then aluminum foil. They will
keep beautifully in the freezer. Defrost
when needed and, using a very sharp
knife, slice thinnly at an angle almost
parallel to the board. Do so before

they reach room temperature. Easier.

Believe me, using an Atlantic salmon,
the result is wonderful. I cannot speak
for a Pacific salmon, not having used
one. I gave this recipe to one of the
clerks at the fresh fish sections at
Gelson's. The next time I saw him he
slipped me an extra measure of bay
scallops.

It comes out to half the price at Abe's
or Canter's.

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HOLIDAY SEASON?

Every once in a while Otto asks your Board for Chumline Material
and“T have volunteered to do the deed. I am keenly aware that
some of my club friends (?) are tired of hearing the 'environmen-
tal' message but it was Tony Mindlin who originally got me 1n-
volved by asking "How would you like to work on the Prop.#132
campaign?". I found a niche that I liked because I resented the
fact that the oceans were being ripped off and at least 80 mem-
bers of our club responded. When Abe Zide, our President Elect,
told me that he was going to be our environmentally sensitive
leader, I agreed to stick around! Read on please.........

On Sept. 20th, '91 President Bush signed a regulation that bars
imported fish caught with driftnets. Excercising economic clout
for the benefit of the ocean environment is good. Recently it was
ruled by a panel of the GATT group (General Agreement on Tariffs
and Trade) that a provision of the US Marine Mammal Protection
Act constituted an illegal trade barrier. This was on an appeal
made by Mexico after, in 1988, (the slaughter of dolphin still
continuing) the MMPA was amended again in order to reduce the
kill further. The resumption of dolphin bashing while tuna fish-
ing will probably resume unabated in view of the ruling stated
above, this is not so good! Win some, lose some?

In 1989 the EPA defined wetlands as follows: An area saturated
to a minimum of 18" deep for at least 7 days a year. The wet-
lands are the basis of many of our food chains and in particular
those of all types of fish. The Bush administration redefined
the wetlands as: land with standing water for 15 days or surface
saturation for 21 days. Waterfront land used to nourish the °
White Sea Bass, now we try to raise them in pens!

State Senate Bill (SB 615), recently signed by Gov. Wilson will
end the trawling under the "Alternative Gear Program" in coastal
waters on Jan.l, 1993. Assembly Bill 172 by G. Felando is in .
limbo - it is an attempt to enhance the 'payouts' legislated by

Prop. #132 and enlarge the base of recipients. '

On November 25th, 1991 Japan's Cabinet signed a UN resolution
that should result in a 50% reduction of large-scale driftnets by
June of 1992 and a total moratorium by December 31, 1992. Taiwan,
has promised to stop driftnetting and start a 'buy-back' program
for its fishermen. Not a bad start....let's see if they do it.

These are some of the seasons happenings. Let's not sit back and
relax, there is re-flagging, piracy, poaching, enforcement needs
at all levels etc. etc.

A WEEKEND IN CABO

On thursday Oct. 17, 1991 Bob Press, Norm Weinstock, Barry
Fischer and our wives flew down to Hotel Palmilla for a few
days of fishing. This being our group’s annual pilgrimage to
the cape we were eagerly anticipating three days of fishing
as well as some R & R.

Upon Checking in on thursday afternoon we were told to be
ready for the ride down to tie dock at 6:50 AM the next
morning as the boat we had requested, " Miss Palmilla”", would
be departing promptly at 7:00 AM.

The next morning we were on the sand awaiting our boat at
7:00 AM as directed. Other fishermen were coming down and
departing in their boats from time to time, however our’s
remained moored in the bay. Seven AM had long since passed as
did 7:30, 8:00 AM, and finally the staff told us that our
boat would be in shortly as they were experiencing some
problems in starting one of the engines.Finally Bob Press and
myself went totally bananas and Norm in an effort to keep us
sane started saying to us "Relax and breathe deeply, relax
and breathe deeply”. Finally at 8:15 I suggested to the staff
person in charge that he’d better get us another boat before
violence occurred. He did and by 8:30 we were chugging out of
the bay on "Palmilla Quatro".

We headed toward Gordo Bank and as we got closer we could see
a mix of about two dozen pangas and cruisers on and near the
bank. As we arrived we could see yellowfin jumping and
boiling around us so we baited up with sardines (which were
plentiful) and started fishing. Norm was first to hook up. He
had one on for about ten minutes and then farmed it. I was
next and also farmed mine. Bob then also went into the
agriculture business.All in all we farmed about 6 or 7 fish
during the next couple of hours while landing 5 inthe 20#
class. The action subsided around 11:00AM at which time we
decided to troll. After several minutes at a slow troll we
wondered why the troll was as slow as it was and sure enough
the captain was trying to hide the fact that one of the
engines had broken down. So we limped back to the dock at an
extremely slow pace and our fishing was ended for the day
after only 2 1/2 hours of fishing time. During our brief
fishing time we had several unofficial records made or
broken. First,Bob Press caught a fish without using his
hands. He was baited up and in the water when he decided to
get a beer. He put his rod in the holder on the rail with the
clicker on and went for the beer. When he returned the
clicker was sounding off with a fish on that had hooked
itself, so all he had to do was reel it in. Next, Norm out
did himslf twice with his casting prowess. He cast his
sardine which wrapped around the outrigger three times, then
after that he rebaited his line and cast it at least 50 feet
off the port side of the boat, meanwhile his bait went at

least 50 feet off the starboard side. Again, a supremely
excellent cast.

Our second day of fishing commenced at 6:30AM the following
morning, the time we were given for departure as the hotel
wanted us to have some extra fishing time to make up for the
previous day’s problems. Well, 6:30 came and went as did
7:00, 7:30, and 8:00, then finally we told the dock man to



take us out to "Miss Palmilla" which was still moored in the
bay. When we arrived at the boat there were spare parts and
batteries on the deck. Finally at 9:00 we headed out toward
Gordo on a greasy, dirty boat. About a half hour out the
deckhand was cleaning the grease and grime off the rail when
he hooked himself deeply through the hand on Bob Press $49.95
Marauder II. The hook and barb went so deeply into his hand
we couldn’t remove it, so we turned around and headed back
toward the dock at which time there was a loud "pop” and the
engine started belching black smoke. Yes, we had broken down
again, only this time with a deckhand shaking from the hook
in his hand and we were still five miles out. We were finally
able to limp in in a little over an hour and the deckhand,
lure and all, went off to the hospital. The crew repaired the
boat problem with, I think, tape, wire, and chewing gum and
out we went again only 5 1/2 hours after our 6:30AM start and
we hadn’t fished yet. We then spent some time at the bank,
trolled a little, and during the remainder of the day picked
up another five yellowfin of the approximate 20# size.

So far our score was two days of fishing totalling maybe six
or seven hours and ten fish, however we eagerly awaited our
final day of fishing which was to be aboard a 38’ Uniflite
which Palmilla had chartered especially to make up for two
days of fiascos. By the way, Bob Press did get back his
Marauder II less half a hook which the doctor hacksawed off
in order to push the barbed portion of the hook through the
hand.

So day three started out with Norm again saying "relax and
breathe deeply, relax and breathe deeply”. I think he might
have been in labor. Anyway, since we had such a roomy boat
our wives decided to come out with us. We arrived at the bank
at about 8:30 and got right into boiling and jumping tuna.We
landed eleven of the same approximate size and also lost
several more with a double and a triple hookup included. We
finally had a really good time that morning. As the school
departed we trolled for a while.One lure we used was a red
and white feather purchased from Jeff " The Fishing

Spot” Ellis. Of course, no tuna hit it, but instead a sail
fish, which we soaked while we put a harness on Norm’s wife,
Sandi, who brought it in like an expert. It was a nice fish,
however we released it not knowing the weight.

So all in all we hooked up and brought in 21 tuna, 1 sail
fish, and a deckhand on our weekend in Cabo.

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ANOTHER WAR STORY

Did you know that Otto holds the Silver Star? That's not far below the Con-
gressional Medal of Honor - given for .valor in battle. I've been nagging him
for years to get the story of his experiences as a member of the Lincoln
Brigade in Spain during their Civil War and later in World War II. Well, I
finally broke down his resistance and the stories began to flow. By the end
it was tough to get him to stop talking - but - that's Otto.

Since he won't let me have more than a page we'll deal only with World War II. .
Otto was a paratrooper; what else? He made his 1 st.icombat jump in Sicily to
warm up for Italy after the Salerno landing. When our troops broke out of the
beach head and advanced up the boot of Italy the Germans were fighting a fierce
retreat in good order. They set up an observation post directing artillery fire
against the American troops attempting to reach and cross the Volturno River.
Still well short of the river Otto's outfit jumped in to wipe out their position.
Eighteen guys, seven miles out in front of their own people. They found the pill-
box on a knoll and dug in about a 100 yards in front of it and the party started.

The German position was almost impregnable against a small raiding force - open
at the top to allow mortar fire outward but just a horizontal 3 feet by 6 inch
aperture in front for observation and a machine gun. They had a good field of
fFire.

The assault was getting nowhere and in the noise and confusion the paratroop
officer called for a pull back. Spread out the way they were Otto claims he did
not hear the order and didn't realize he had been left alone. He was firing a
B.A.R., a very heavy two-man weapon mounted on a forward tripod. The belt man
had gone. Never get Otto mad at you. He was spraying up and down and back and
forth at the aperture. Suddenly there was a huge explosion and then, quiet. His
people came forward and investigated the bunker. They counted thirty-eight dead
Germans. Apparently a richochet had hit their ammo stack.

The lieutenant threatened to have Otto court-martialed for disobeying the order
to retreat but, instead, they gave him the Silver Star. I've seen it.

One week later he was severely wounded in another jump. His primary parachute
failed to completely open and he was bent into the fetal position face down
when he opened the secondary chute. The jar on his harness broke a rib which
punctured a lung and he caught shrapnel in the throat on the way down.

Well, they sent him back to the States for repairs and offered him a medical
discharge. He was still- pissed at the Nazis and refused. Ended up in a special
photographic unit in the basement of the Pentagon which microfilmed sensitive
orders and documents from somewhere upstairs. These were sent to various commands
around the world. Very top secret. Couldn't copy them without reading them,

could they? Otto and his buddies learned two hours before take-off that Operation
Overlord was to begin on June 4, 1844. Then a storm delayed the Normandy invasion
until June 6. So, how do you keep him and his team from blabbing it all over town?
They were locked in their basement room for 48 hours. Food was passed in through
the only door and half a dozen marines stood in the corridor facing that door with
submachine guns at the ready. Otto decided not to make an issue of it. Why make

a fuss? Easy to get along with, Otto is.

I told him to print a picture of himself in uniform. If he doesn't he can whistle
for the next birthday boy column.

Sushi Lovers Could
Eat Bluefin Tuna
Into Extinction

Conservationists fear Japan’s craving for
the species may be its undoing. In 20
years, its numbers have declined 90%.

WASHINGTON —Sushi and sashimi—Japan’s two
most prominent raw fish delicacies—are the world’s
newest villains in the battle to save endangered spe-
cies.

Environmentalists say Japan’s seemingly insati-
able appetite for raw fish is threatening to kill off the
giant bluefin, the fat, delectable Atlantic tuna that is
the staple of both dishes.

Scientists estimate that, as recently as 20 years
ago, more than 300,000 giant bluefin a year migrated
along the western Atlantic. But years of overfishing
have reduced that number to only 30,000. And con-
servationists fear that the fish may soon virtually
disappear from U.S. waters.

Under quotas set by the 23-nation International
Convention on the Conservation of Atlantic Tunas
(ICCAT), the United States, Canada and Japan catch
2,660 metric tons of bluefin in the western Atlantic
each year. The U.S. share is 1,500 tons. Two-thirds of
that winds up in Tokyo.

THE ISSUE: The economics of tuna fishing encour-
ages species depletion. With raw fish dishes so popu-
lar in Japan, prime bluefin fetches as much as $40 a
pound there, making a single giant tuna—which can
weigh 600 pounds by the time it is 30 years old—
worth almost $24,000.

Moreover, with the numbers of giant bluefin on
the decline, the depletion has led to increased pursuit
of smaller fish, even the juveniles that provide the
breeding population for the future.

The giant Atlantic tuna, one of the largest bony
fish in the world, migrates over vast distances—from
its spawning grounds in the Gulf of Mexico in early
spring north through the summer to the waters off
New England, Nova Scotia and Newfoundland.

With these migratory patterns—and the fact that
some tuna linger in areas of the Gulf Stream—fishing
goes on year-round.

THE CONTROVERSY: Conservationists and envi-
ronmental groups are pushing for new international
action to limit the worldwide catch.

In 1981, ICCAT imposed a quota of 1,160 metric
tons for the catches of the western Atlantic. Its sci-
entific committee recommended that the limit be “as
near zero as feasible” for the succeeding two years.

But protests from fishermen—and a continuing
dispute over the actual size of estimated stocks—led

officials to raise the quota back to 2,660 tons in 1982.
It has remained there since.

Not surprisingly, American environmentalists are
pressing for stricter quotas. And they want the 100-
country Convention on International Trade in En-
dangered Fauna and Flora to place the fish under its
protection at a meeting next March in Kyoto, Japan.

Many scientists and groups such as the World
Wildlife Fund want to see giant bluefin fishing in the
northwest Atlantic stopped entirely.

The Bush Administration is steering something of
a middle course. It refused to call for placing the
bluefin problem on the trade in endangered species
convention’s agenda at the Kyoto meeting. Instead,
the U.S. Marine Fisheries Service has recommended
that American negotiators seek to cut the western
Atlantic quota by half at ICCAT’s annual meeting in
Madrid next month. Washington contends that tuna
protection should remain in the hands of ICCAT.

OUTLOOK: For the moment, environmentalists are
disappointed. “We never anticipated that the United
States would support a [Convention on International
Trade in Endangered Fauna and Flora] listing,” said
Mike Sutton, a senior project officer for the World
Wildlife Fund. “The commercial fishing lobby is too
powerful to resist.”

But the fight may not be over. Sweden has formal-
ly called on the Kyoto meeting to ban all interna-
tional trade in giant bluefin tuna, ensuring that the
issue will be on the convention’s agenda after all.




THE CASE FOR HEAVIER LINE - A REBUTTAL

In the last two issues of the Chum-Line we were asked to read articles by Jim

Firstly, by implication he disparages certain members who use 20 and 30 pound
test as "meat men".

to his horse and a six-shooter the cowboy's best friend is his rope. With this
he captures calves for branding, pulls out tree stumps, pickets his bronc and
strings up outlaws. Take away his rope and you've made an enemy of a cowboy and

most of them are pretty tough hombres.

Have you no respect for tradition,
Jim? Zane Grey was a great American, possibly as important as Davy Crockett or
Nathan Hale.

Bobby Horowitz happens to be a friend of mine, Jim.

I got an albacore once. It was a jig fish and the line was heavy. I'm committed.

Oceans’ protectors

NEW YORK — Environmentalists are launching a
worldwide citizens watch because of growing alarm over
intrusion into the Atlantic of fishing boats using deadly drift
nets, which snare everything from dolphins to sea birds.

Nan Rice of South Africa’s Dolphin Action and Protec-
tion Group says there’s no doubt fishermen are using drift
nets in the Atlantic. She says drift-netting was confirmed by
South African laborers aboard Taiwanese vessels.

“I'm not surprised that no one’s seeing dolphins any-
more,” Rice says. Drift-net fleets are “making money. Why
should they stop? Why should they listen to anyone?”

Says Carl Safina, director of the Audubon Society’s ocean
program: “They’re catching ocean creatures at a rate faster
than the ocean creatures can reproduce.” No one knows
when some species no longer will be able to recover. “But it
would be extremely irresponsible to approach it so closely

'that we can define it,” he says.

WASHINGTON —The Bush Ad-
ministration threatened Wednes-
day to impose sanctions against
Taiwan and South Korea, possibly
including a total ban on imports of
seafood .products, if the two coun-
tries’ fishermen continue their
“blatant violation” of international
agreements restricting the use of
drift nets.

Raising the stakes in a 10-year
controversy, Commerce Secretary
Robert A. Mosbacher formally cer-
tified that the two countries are in
violation of 1989 agreements under
which drift nets—so offensive to
environmentalists that they are
described as “walls of death” —are
banned in the North Pacific.

Mosbacher’s action set into mo-
tion a 60-day procedure under
which President Bush must notify
Congress what, if any, sanctions he
plans to impose. The stiffest penal-
ty would be a ban on seafood
product imports from the two
countries.

Drift nets, which can stretch up
. to 40 miles, are made of fine, almost
invisible filament that catch virtu-
ally every creature in their paths.

A National Marine Fisheries
Service survey last year revealed
that just 10% of Japan's drift-net
fleet had killed 1,758 whales and
dolphins, 253,288 tuna, 81,956 bluc
sharks and 30,464 sea birds.

The Commerce Department ac-
tion, taken under the 1967 Fisher-

men's Protective Act, is the first
threat of sanctions over drift-net
use since the agreements were
signed. Last June, the U.S. satellite
tracking system discovered 21 Tai-
wanese and 17 South Korean ves-
sels using drift nets in the Pacific
as far as 75 nautical miles north of
the legal boundary.

In July, even after the Taiwan-
esc and Korean governments were
notified of the violations, the boats
were still fishing with drift nets in
the arca. At one point, a Taiwanese
enforcement vessel was seen near
the illegal activity, but it took no
action, the Commerce Department
snd

“This blatant violation of our
drift-net agreements by both Tai-
wan and the Republic of Korea is
intolerable and cannot be ignored.”
Mosbacher said. “It is clear we
must impress upon Taiwan and the
Republic of Korea our seriousness
regarding illegal drift-net fishing
operations.”
~Ben Deeble, who handles the
drift-net issue for the environmen-
tal organization Greenpeace, said
that the threat of sanctions “will
send a signal, at last, that they
understand.”

Taiwan and South Korea are the
largest suppliers of albacore tuna
to the United States. Last year, the
United States imported $363.3 mil-

lion in fish products from Taiwan
and $334.7 million worth from
South Korea.

In practice, sanctions are rarely
applied in cases such as these,
because the two sides typically
reach agreement in time to avert
them. Last June, for example, Ja-
pan agreed to a schedule for ending
its imports of endangered hawks-
bill sea turtles after the United

States had threatened to ban im-
ports of Japanese animal products.

The sanctions threat “has been
an effective way to get pcople in to
discuss things,” Commerce spokes-
man Roddy Moscoso said.

Meanwhile, pressure is building
for a ban on drift-net use.

Last December, the United Na-
tions passed a resolution calling for
a worldwide moratorium on drift-
net fishing by next July. The ban
would be lifted only if nations
using drift nets can scientifically
prove that they have instituted
“effective econservation and man-
agement measures” that eliminate
the dangers that drift-net fishing
imposes on other species.

Only two weeks ago, the US.
Senate unamimously passed a bill
by Sen Bob Packwood (R-Ore)
that would require the President to
ban scafood importe from any
country whoee fichermen do not
comply with the U' N re<olution If
that 1= not enough to compel their
comphance, the President would
have the option of extending the
sanctions to other products.

Environmentahists have been
complaining abont drift-net use for
a decade. but the issue picked up
political momentum about five
years ago, when fishermen in the
Pacific Northwest began com-
plaining that significant amounts of
their salmon were being pirated by
drift-net fleets.

Salmon spawn in fresh water but
spend much of their lives at sca,
where they are vulnerable to drift -
net fishing. Under international

agreements, salmon are considered
the property only of countrics
where the streams in which they
spawn are located.

In the last five years, the Na-
tional Marine Fisheries Service has
seized more than 1 million pound=
of salmon illegally imported into
the United States to be “laun-
dered” and exported as U.S. prod-
uct.

CALICOS AND
CONSERVATION

Calico bass are one of the slowest grow-
ing fish along our coast, therefore, it is ex-
tremely important that we all practice
carch and release when fishing the bull bass.
Calicos generally bite best from April to
July, which is also the spawning season for
these resident bass. A calico will take nearly
five years to reach 12-inch legal size and
almost ten years to reach five pounds in
weight. This slow growth rate is what
makes them slow to recover from intense
fishing-pressure in a given area.

Calicos are a non-migratory resident
species. Once all the big fish are pulled off
one reef, it may take many years for the
population to recover. It is always a good
idea to rest areas which are productive and
not contnually harvest fish from the same
reef or kelp patch.

If you frequently rotate your fishing
spots and keep only a few fish, we will all
have big bull calicos to pull on for years to

Schwarzkopf Leads Ban Against Commercial Fish Nets

eneral Norman Schwarzkopf

of Desert Storm fame might

be leading another charge
soon. Schwarzkopf, a member of the
Florida Conservation Association
(FCA), a sport fishing group with
an anti-commercial fishing bent, is
strongly in favor of banning certain
nets in the state of Florida.

Karl Wickstrom, publisher of
Florida Sportsman Magazine, says
Schwarzkopf, attending a banquet of
fellow FCA members, said: ‘“We
have to stop the commercial exploi-
tation of our fisheries.” When told
he would need at least 400,000 signa-
tures to put a net ban initiative on
the next election ballot, the popular
general said,” I think I could get
them in about one week’s time.”

While Wickstrom’s article referred
to gill nets, Jerry Hill of the Brad-
enton Herald says voters could
solve problems related to shrimp
trawling, purse seining for baitfish
and trammel netting.

Trammel nets are more compli-
cated than gill nets, having three
panels of netting suspended from a
cork line and attached to a single
bottom line. The two outside webs,
or walls, are made from a larger
mesh than the inside webbing. A
fish swims through one of the large
mesh outer walls, hits the small
mesh, which in turn is carried
through one of the openings in the
other large mesh wall. This forms a
pocket, snaring the fish or whatever
swims into it. A trammel net is
used while drifting or it can be
fastened to poles.

Different-sized gill net meshes
snag different-sized fish. Fish of a
size for which the net is designed
swim into it but pass only partway
through a single mesh. As the fish
struggles to free itself, the twine
slips in back of the gill cover,
preventing the fish from escaping.
The fish is gilled, unable to go
forward or backward. FCA mem-
bers say that under a fisherman’s
control these nets remain non-selec-
tive deathtraps.

Many sport fishing writers
throughout Florida are urging read-
ers to take action to make the
referendum a reality. Citing the
success of California’s referendum
to ban gill nets, they feel the next
two years will be the right time to
fight for strong conservation mea-
sures aimed at commercial netting.

A similar campaign succeeded in
California, banning most gill netung
along the California coast where
conservationists, trying to save
marine mammals, joined sport fish-
ermen in the drive.

In the final tally, a majority of
people voted for the net ban which
is contained in’ legislation called
The Marine Resources Protection
Act of 1990. California’s gill netters
and trammel netters will no longer
be operating by Jan. 1, 19%4. A
compensation program, funded by
an increase in the cost of gill' net

- permits and a surcharge on sport
fishing licenses, is being imposed.

Schwarzkopf is attuned to the fact
that years ago researchers, conser-
vationists and other marine authori-
ties foresaw the detrimental effects
of gill netting, but their warnings
fell upon deaf ears. It appeared to
be, according to some bureaucrats,
an insignificant industry, not worthy
of further study, limits, or controls.
But Jacques Cousteau warned many
years ago, “We will pay the price
someday for our insouciance.”

Florida fisheries biologist Ben
Swenson says: ‘“Animal and plant
life in the sea are not disturbed at
random. They follow patterns as
complex, in their own way, d&s
human societies. Large and small,
these plants and animals are bound -
together by their aqueous environ-
ment, and even more tightly into
living communities within the seas.
Plants range from bacteria 1/25,000
of an inch long to giant kelp beds .

Schwarzkopf and members of &
FCA see an ongoing disruption in §
this balance of nature in the sea
and are gearing up to try and save §
Florida’s fisheries. Commercial §
fishermen, meanwhile, are bracing §
themselves for a battle in 1992,
possibly lasting through 1994. The
concluding factor will probably be a ¥
referendum, such as the one held in
California, where the people of the &
state will make the final decision. NS

We will be conducting a survey of seafood consumption patterns of recreational fishermen
using Santa Monica Bay from August 1991 to July 1992. The surveys will be conducted on or
at piers, breakwaters, jetties, beaches, party boats (commercial passenger fishing vessels),
barges, and private boat ramps or hoists.

The survey is sponsored by the Santa Monica Bay Restoration Project as part of the U. S.
Environmental Protection Agency’s National Estuary Program. MBC Applied Environmental
Sciences (an environmental consulting firm) is conducting the study. The objective of the study
is to determine types and amounts of seafood organisms consumed by recreational fishermen
using Santa Mdnica Bay and how these vary with demographic categories (age, sex, ethnicity)
of the fishermen. The study is scientific and is destined to be published as a scientific report.

In the survey, the fishermen at a location will be censused and a questionnaire will be
administered to those fishermen that agree to be interviewed. One to four interviewers

duration and will be conducted sometime from 8:00 AM to 8:00 PM at a site. Surveys will be
conducted at various sites from Point Dume (northwest of Paradise Cove and Malibu) to
Cabrillo Beach (in San Pedro).

Industry,” the bountiful catches of the past
have been reduced by almost half and the
entire New England fishing industry is
threatened.

There is one sure way to correct this
situation and bring back the fish that once
occupied Stellwagen Bank. Do what Louisi-
ana did: Put in drilling platforms.

Since ‘the late 1940s, more than 3,500
production platforms for oil and gas have
been installed in the offshore waters of
Louisiana. Statistics indicate that - both
commercial and recreational fishing have
improved more than 500% for almost all
species. The platforms have created artifi-
cial reefs that rise from the sea floor into

| the open air. A new food chain has been
provided for fish at all depths.

Soon after the first group of platforms
was installed, sailfish, blue marlin and
pompano were found in Louisiana waters
for the first time and are plentiful today.

We, the undersigned, are Board Members of the Los Angeles
Rod & AReel Club, founded in 1950. Our organization is com-
posed of approximately 200 members many of whom have been
politically active in Southern California.

Last year the California constituency voted overwhelmingly
in support of Proposition #132. Since then certain efforts
have been made in the legislature to dilute and circumvent
this law. The possible inclusion of rockfishermen in the
"payout" phase of #132, the licensing of trawl nets, the use
of experimental nets, and the alteration of shore to Fishing
grounds distances are examples of such end run efforts.

LARRC members, as sportfishers, do not insist on the sole

use of the resource. We do object when a limited number of
well financed commercials continue to exploit it to the

LAST FISH! Resulting ecological damage to the bottom environ-
ment is irreversible - never mind the incidental by catch and
kill.

We respectfully ask this board to pay heed to the New England
experience. The trawler catch off that coast peaked in 1983
and is now at an alltime low - with projections that that
Fishery will no longer be commercially viable within three
years.

BIRTHDAY BOYS OF THE MONTH

The heat is still on. Otto says I am to confine myself to the Birthday Boys
column. OK, we'll start with a war story.

They called me back into the military for the Korean War, put me in the Army
this time and sent me to Germany; 109th Infantry Regiment, 28th Division. We
were facing the Czechoslovakian border and were supposed to slow down the
Russians if the balloon went up. Wonderful. The Russians may have gotten wind
of my presence and didn't attack.

Then the Army made its second mistake. Due to a severe shortage of doctors

they made me the regimental surgeon and, automatically, the CO of the medical
company. This was a difficult adjustment for me, a dyed-in-the-wool civilian,
used to taking orders in the Navy. My top sergeant quickly recognized with whom
he was dealing. Sgt. Ihfe was Regular Army and knew a shnook when he met one.

About the second or third week it came time for the annual survey and inventory
of equipment. Ihfe told me that I was pecuniarily responsible for every item of
the company's equipment: knives, forks and spoons in the mess hall; jacks and
Jeeps in the motor pool; blankets, rifles, typewriters, stretchers and on and
on. I spent a day with the mess sergeant counting and signing off on knives,
forks and spoons then half a day in the barracks, counting and signing, counting
and signing until I was so cock-eyed at the end of the third day the CO of the
tank company took pity.

The oppor-
tunity came a few weeks later. Sgt. Ihfe came to me with a problem. The men in
some of the other companies had permission to hire frauleins to do their K.P.
and avoid the most onerous duty in any army. Could our guys do the same? I said
I'd have to think about it. Shortly thereafter he had another problem. The regi-
ment was having a competition to see which company could get the greatest number
of sign-ups for the voluntary savings program. Our company was running dead last
and had no chance of winning the extra weex-end passes. Even those eight-balls
at headquarters were doing better. Ana'!

I told Ihfe I'd like to talk to the troops st morning formation. "Gentlemen, I
understand you want to hire frauleins to oo your K.P." A chorus of three hun-
dred "Yeah!!"s. I said, "Let me see & show of hands from those who don't want
to kick in five bucks a month."” N:t & hand went wp. 1 said I'd think about it
and started to walk away. Then I came back as an afterthought and told Ihfe I'd
like to address the troops again. 'Can ! see the hends of anyone here who can't
put five bucks a month into a savings account™' Not a hand went up. They got
their frauleins and we won the competition. Extortion? You bet.

I always take cream and sugar in coffee. More about that later.

So, we're heading out on maneuvers somewhers in the British zone. Full combat
readiness which means we convoy all day in cold, rainy weather with tops down;
helmets and ponchos don't keep the water from rumning down our necks. This is
so we can dive for a ditch in case of incoming artillery or MIGs overhead. I
didn't think the Russians had any such idea in their heads and were probably
snug in their barracks drinking vodka and eating blinis and playing their
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balalaikas while we were out in the storm. Kept seeing a camouflaged Chevy
sedan with a two-star flag running up and down the line. I asked my jeep driver
who was that? The division commander being sure we kept proper intervals. He
was dry and I spotted him nipping from a silver hip flask. I started to day-
dream.

The general comes to me with a raging fever and cough. I give him two aspirins
and tell him to call me in the morning. He comes down with pneumonia and dies
before he can get to morning sick call. They call me up on a General Court °
Martial which is the equivalent of a mal-practice suit. I conduct a brilliant
defence acting as my own attorney. The prosecutor is a lawyer and I make a fool
of him using medical terms which he does not understand. The Judge Advocate
General is totally confused when I produce the silver hip flask. I call the
general's widow as a surprise witness and bring her to tears while admitting
that he was a closet alcoholic who beat her when he was in his cups. The court
room was thrown into turmoil when I demonstrated with chalk and blackboard that
chronic alcoholism leads to hepatic cirrhosis and esophageal varices further
complicated by a guilty concience for making people drive around in the rain
with tops down.

"Aw, doc, they're in a box way up front under a bunch of
crates. C'mon.'" I remember what they told us in Texas: always keep the welfare of
the men uppermost in mind. WITH COMMAND COMES RESPONSIBILTY. "No one gets coffee
'til I have cream and sugar. That's an order.''They had live ammo but neglected to
use it.

300 frozen troops x five minutes for unpacking = 1500 minutes of waiting = 25
hours of counting. I explained the calculation to Mother Ihfe who agreed we were
even.

I just have to tell you this. Because housing was so tight the Army could not
provide the apartment to which I was entitled. Lucille waited in New York until
Sgt. Ihfe volunteered his attic to us. She came over on the SS United States &nd
we ultimately rented a room in a village farmhouse. We lived on the German econ-
omy. Sgt. Ihfe and I had become good friends. Lucille became the ideal army wife.
She could not see the difference between an officer and an enlisted man. Nor could
she tell the difference between a black soldier and a white one. That's my girl.

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LIGHT LINES AND OTHER THOUGHTS

Iast month I was reading an article in a national fishing magazine regarding
the author's insistence on use of "light" line. This man was a camplete
nincompoop if his article was any indication of his piscatorial skills.
However, the article got me thinking about my own experience with "light"
line. .

Many years ago, Marty Laskowitz and I went up to Crowley Iake to fish on
opening weekend. Marty had always fished from shore but this year we took my
yacht (its a 14' boat but to me its a yacht). Once there, we met two other
young men and all four of us piled into this boat. :

Since T hadn't fished the lake for several years, we let Marty select the
spot to fish. He chose a spot off Sandy Point. He had fished this spot for
several years but had always waded out. The area we had anchored in allowed
us to cast towards shore and be just out of range of the casts from the
wading anglers - i.e.: our casts landed in the same area their casts did.

Try to picture it. Four grown men all standing up in this tiny boat - I mean
yacht - in a usable space about 9' x 5', all casting in the same general
direction. We duplicated in one boat what the opening day experience is for
boats on Crowley at opening. Talk about elbow to elbow fishing! It wouldn't
have been so bad except one person was having a hard time getting bit and he
kept thinking he would do better if he fished in a different spot - so he
would move without warning anyone. We were very lucky he didn't tip us
over. He certainly didn't improve his luck any. .

We were anchored in the right spot. Three of use were using 2# line (one
guess as to who was using heavier line) and were being bit almost constantly.
We were seldom without at least one person in the boat being hooked up.

We were tossing small lures and never had any trouble landing the fish. The
fish were all nice too, I'd say they averaged 1 1/2 to 2#'s. Occasionally,
the bite on the lures would stop and we'd switch over to bait - using 1#
leader material. If you've ever tried to fish with a length of spider web
you know what 1# leader material is like. When the bait bite stopped, we'd
go back to lures.

By the time we left to go in, the four of use had caught about 200 fish.
Probably the first keeper size fish Marty has ever released. That's a lot
for about 5 hours of fishing time!

The other boats around us kept asking what we were using for bait or lures
and we told them. They were just scratching out an occasional fish here and
there. The people wading out fram shore weren't doing any better. What ever
it was, we had the right ticket.

That night, Marty and I treated ocurselves to a nice steak dinner in
Mammouth. vmilewewerehavi:gdim\er,agrmpotfan'peopleweregiven‘me
table next to us. They started to talk about their day on the lake. Being
politeandproperlARRCmanbexs,weeagerlyeavasdrogpedontheir
canversation.

It seems that they couldn't get over the "luck" that cne blue boat was
having. Here they were not more than 40' away and they couldn't get bit.
Nabody else in the other boats could get bit. Only those four men who stood
upinthatsmallboatcculdgetbit,andthatoneidiotmkeptmvmgfran
the back to the front to the back, etc. They thought for sure the boat would
tip over each time he moved.

Marty and I butted in. We told them that we were the anglers in the blue
boat. Irecognized&emasbeingin%eclosestboattousﬂmatday.
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It turns out they were using the same lures we were using;‘duarvmme fishing
the same depth we were; they were using the same general:xﬂzueyal speed;
they were even casting in the same area as we were. The only difference was
the line.

They were using 4 and 6# test. When we told them to drop to 1 to z#tzst,
they thought we were lying. Two pound test was all that was needed, it was

all that was necessary.

The lesson was driven home. Trout may not have Cal Tech I.Q.'s but they're
wary enouch to survive in the wild. Wmen)nngry'enmxﬁy they:ll eat
anything. But usually they are not starving. Usmﬂly'ﬂuarvqll look the
meal over first. They may not know what line is but I'm convinced they
usually know it's there.

Stay with the lightest line you can for your given situation and you'll
usually do better. :

More thoughts next time. Till then, keep your line wet.

REVISED RULES

1991 KING OF THE CALICOS TOURNAMENT

The 1991 King of the Calicos Tournament will be held on
Saturday, September 28, 1991. The boat will be the Vanguard, a
brand new 65' deluxe sportfisher. It has a great fishing platform
for sixteen players. The departure time will be 5:30 A.M. from
Cisco's landing ‘in Oxnard. :

There will be eight two man teams (sixteen fishermen)
competing for the trophy and prizes. The heaviest aggregate weight
for up to ten fish per player (20 per team) will count for first
and second place prizes. There will also be a prize for the
heaviest Calico Bass caught. Fish may be kept or released. all

- participants may catch and weigh-in as many fish as they want. 1If
ten fish are sacked, the angler must quit fishing. If more than
ten fish are sacked the participant's team will be disqualified.
This will encourage catch and release. There will be no tackle
restrictions; however, only four rods per angler may be kept on
deck at any one time. Only bait provided by the boat or artificial
lures may be used. No lure fishing will be permitted aft of the
bait tanks. All traditional rules will apply regarding the judges'
decisions.

The cost of the trip will be $110 per player. This includes
the fishing, sacks, breakfast, lunch, beverages, fish cleaning and
tips. Also included are gift certificates for the winners.
